Popis projektu

Lingua Franca Stipendium_Lenky Foltynové Glacové

Cilem projektu Lingua Franca Stipendium_Lenky Foltynové Glacové (dale LFS_LFG) je
motivovat a zvySovat poéet mladych lidi v Cesku, ktefi po ukoné&eni stfedoskolského
vzdélavani dosahnou znalost anglického jazyka na urovni C1 Advanced a vySSi. Tato
jazykova vybava umozni mladym lidem lépe obstat v silné konkurenci na pracovnim trhu
v Cesku, Evropské unii nebo kdekoliv ve svété a pfipadné pokragovat ve studiu v zahraniéi.

Vyzkumy ukazuji, ze Cesko nedosahuje srovnatelné trovné znalosti anglického jazyka,
jaka je bézna v zemich jako Némecko, Rakousko nebo v zemich Skandinavie. Z hlediska
znalosti anglitiny se Cesko naopak umistuje mezi ostatnimi zemé&mi stfedni a vychodni
Evropy a vétSinou zemi Balkanu.

Cilovou skupinou projektu jsou studenti v Cesku, uditelé anglictiny a stfedni $koly. V
pfistich péti letech chceme pfispét ke zvySeni povédomi o potfebnosti adekvatni jazykové
vybavenosti a nastartovat postupny proces zvySovani Urovné znalosti anglického jazyka
primarné u studentl gymnazii, ale i ostatnich stfednich $kol, ze sou¢asné prevladajici a
vyplaci Nadac¢ni fond FF od Skolniho roku 2021/2022 stipendium ve vysSi poplatku za
mezinarodné uznavanou jazykovou zkousku C1 Advanced a vySSi.

Stipendium predstavuje jeden z néstrojl projektu, jehoz SirSim cilem je prostfednictvim
spoluprace skol, uciteld, univerzit a systematického vyhodnocovani vysledk( podporovat
dlouhodoby riist jazykové vybavenosti stfredoskolakd v Cesku.

Projekt je nastaven tak, aby pfispival k systémovému sniZzovani nerovnosti ve vzdélani v
Cesku. Nadaéni fond FF prioritn& oslovuje stfedni §koly v perifernich oblastech Ceska,
kde maji studentky a studenti ztizeny pfistup ke vzdélani. Uhradou poplatku za vykonanou
zkouSku formou stipendia motivujeme a odstrafiujeme nékteré z prekazek, kterym
studenti &eli pfi svém vzdélavani v perifernich oblastech Ceska.

Ve stfednédobém horizontu je cilem projektu vytvofit spoleCenskou poptavku po zvysSeni
Urovné jazykové vybavenosti stfedoskolaki v Cesku, kterd povede k systémové zméné
tohoto suboptimalné nastaveného parametru. Za timto Ucelem vytvarime reprezentativni

sit spolupracujicich gymnazii ve znevyhodnénych krajich Ceska, konkrétné v
Moravskoslezském kraji, Libereckém kraji, Usteckém kraji a Karlovarském kraji. V pfistich
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letech chceme navazat spolupraci s nejméné 30 gymnazii v téchto krajich, coz
pfedstavuje cca 10 az 15 % z celkového poétu 270 statnich gymnazii v Cesku.

Dlouhodobou vizi projektu je pfispét k tomu, aby pokroc€ila znalost anglického jazyka na
urovni C1 a vySsi byla mezi absolventy ¢eskych stfednich Skol stejné bézn4, jako je tomu
v fadé vyspélych evropskych zemi. Véfime, Ze kvalitni jazykova vybavenost mladé
generace predstavuje jeden z pfedpokladl rozvoje znalostni ekonomiky, mezinarodni
konkurenceschopnosti Ceské republiky a plnohodnotného zapojeni jejich ob&an(i do
Evropského prostoru vzdélavani.
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Project Description

Lingua Franca Stipendium_Lenky Foltynové Glacové

The aim of the Lingua Franca Stipendium_Lenky Foltynové Glacové (hereinafter referred
to as LFS_LFQG) is to motivate and increase the number of young people in the Czech
Republic who achieve English language proficiency at the C1 Advanced level or higher
upon completing secondary education. Such language competence enables young
people to compete more successfully in the highly competitive labour market in the
Czech Republic, the European Union, or anywhere else in the world, and may also
facilitate further study abroad.

Research shows that the Czech Republic has not achieved a level of English language
proficiency comparable to that commonly found in countries such as Germany, Austria,
or the Scandinavian countries. In terms of English language proficiency, the Czech
Republic ranks closer to other countries in Central and Eastern Europe and to most
countries of the Balkans.

The project’s target groups are students in the Czech Republic, English language
teachers, and secondary schools. Over the next five years, we aim to contribute to raising
awareness of the importance of adequate language competence and to initiate a gradual
process of increasing English language proficiency, primarily among grammar school
students but also among students of other secondary schools, from the currently
prevailing and insufficient B1 and B2 levels to the C1 level. Since the 2021/2022 academic
year, the FF Endowment Fund has awarded the most successful applicants a stipend
covering the fee for an internationally recognised English language examination at the C1
Advanced level or higher.

The stipend represents one of the instruments of the project, whose broader objective is
to support the long-term improvement of English language proficiency among secondary
school students in the Czech Republic through cooperation between schools, teachers,
universities, and the systematic evaluation of results.

The project is designed to contribute to the systematic reduction of educational
inequalities in the Czech Republic. The FF Endowment Fund primarily engages secondary
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schools in peripheral areas of the country, where students face more limited access to
educational opportunities. By reimbursing examination fees through a stipend, we
provide motivation and remove some of the barriers that students encounter in pursuing
their education in these areas.

In the medium term, the project aims to create societal demand for higher levels of
English language proficiency among secondary school students in the Czech Republic,
leading to a systemic improvement of this currently suboptimal parameter. To this end,
we are building a representative network of cooperating grammar schools in
disadvantaged regions of the Czech Republic, specifically in Moravskoslezsky kraj,
Liberecky kraj, Ustecky kraj, and Karlovarsky kraj. In the coming years, we aim to establish
cooperation with at least 30 grammar schools in these regions, representing
approximately 10 to 15 per cent of the total number of 270 state grammar schools in the
Czech Republic.

The long-term vision of the project is to contribute to making advanced English language
proficiency at the C1 level and above as common among graduates of Czech secondary
schools as it is in a number of developed European countries. We believe that strong
language competence among the younger generation represents one of the prerequisites
for the development of a knowledge-based economy, the international competitiveness
of the Czech Republic, and the full participation of its citizens in the European Education
Area.
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
